DragonSpeak is for you.

Uses – 1) Word documents (papers, letters and even scholarship entries) and of course,    

        Handouts!!!  2) E-mailing friends and family  3) Messaging – Online Chat 

To install and use – 1) Hook up your microphone. 2) Load the CD and *follow the     

        directions that appear on the screen. 3) Train the program. *If AutoRun is 

         disabled, go to Start, then Run, and Type in: D:\SETUP and press Enter.
***Things to remember!!!

1) You have to train DragonSpeak to recognize your speech patterns.

2) The more you use it, the better it works!

3) Train DragonSpeak in the setting you are going to use it in. (Noisy, quiet) 

4) DragonSpeak recognizes phrases better than individual words.

5) Speak naturally!!! Not slowly, or loudly!!!  

My Favorite Commands – The commands I use most are “Wake up,” “Go to sleep,” 


“Correct that,” “Delete that,” “Undo that,” and “Choose 1, 2 or 3, etc.”

Other Helpful Commands - “Microphone Off,” New Paragraph,” “New Line,” 

        “Space,” “Period,” “Comma,” “Question Mark,” “Open Parenthesis”

Other Commands I learned while preparing this presentation - “Cut that,” “Copy 

that,” “Copy all to clipboard,” “Paste that,” “All caps on,” “All caps off,” “Start numbers mode,” “Stop numbers mode,” “Go to bottom,” “Go to top,” “Go to next field” (Use this command with email.)
Here are some useful things I learned while preparing this presentation!!!

1) If “bootlegging,” copy the key code.  2) Not compatible with Windows XP.
