Mixing it up with ACID
(not the drug, but almost as good)

1. Open ACID program.
2. Open a basic drum track to get some groovy rhythm going.  The nice thing about ACID Pro is that it comes with an entire CD worth of loops and nifty fx.  There are also some websites one can download free loops.  First things first:  DRUMS!
3. Now, let’s record some rhythm guitar.  Just a few bars worth.  Go the record tool, located right below the track window.  Hit start when you’re ready to jam.
4. Let’s open one more file.  Pick anything.  Write it to the track with your way-cool pencil looking tool.  
5. We can add “envelopes” using the “insert” menu at the top.  We can use these envelopes to adjust volume or panning to specific areas of a track.  This is different than using the track’s master volume or pan, which effects the entire track.

6. Okay, we like what we have, it’s good, it’s golden.  Let’s render that bad boy.  With ACID Pro you can render your audio project to just about any file format imaginable.  

7. Here’s a quick tip:  Be very wary of where you store your loops and newly recorded files.  It’s a good idea to try to keep it all organized in the same general directories.  If you move a raw loop file, you can be certain it will show up in your project as offline!  Yikes!
