	The Ennis Junior High History Department desires to improve student scores on the American History Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) test by implementing the use of wireless tablet PC technology to increase exposure to primary and secondary source materials because the history students scores on TAKS have been lower than the state average for schools of comparable student population and make-up.


	The Integration of Technology Committee at Furlough Middle School in Terrell, Texas wants to improve the effectiveness of technology instruction at our school by installing a fully functional content area integration lab because technology TEKS are not being covered, teachers are frustrated by the current facilities, and a large number of students are not being reached. 

	Furlough Middle School of Terrell ISD desires to improve the effectiveness of technology instruction and learning by installing a content area integration lab which contains computers with a variety of software applications that are accessible to teachers and students because the currently implemented technology limits the coverage of TEKS and is inadequate to serve teachers and students.

	An institution wants to promote the concept of engaged learning and collaboration with community agencies to build in its students the ability to transfer knowledge, problem solving skills, and creativity into marketable post high school skills by providing a video-based multimedia class designed to help replicate or adapt arts programs where at risk students perform as cognitive apprentices because many of these students currently become a part of the workforce immediately upon graduation from high school with no opportunities for higher education. 

	An institution desires to provide training in marketable skills for at risk students by providing a technology lab which will support the teaching of video-based multimedia classes because surveys of graduates indicate that many choose to enter careers rather than pursue a higher education.

	Realizing that students learn at different levels, Lone Oak High School wants to give every student access to technology in the classroom for tutorials, enhancement, and learning by creating and maintaining computer work centers in the mathematics classrooms because this will allow teachers to reach more students by providing reinforcement and enrichment activities that stimulate student’s interest in mathematics giving them a greater appreciation of the subject and a higher proficiency rate on standardized tests. 

	The Mathematics Department at Lone Oak High School wishes to improve student math skills and give every math student access to computer technology in the classroom by establishing a minimum of three computer work stations in each mathematics classroom equipped with appropriate hardware and software because the math department currently has inadequate classroom access to computer technology.

	The College Reading Association (CRA) and the department of Elementary Education, TAMU-Commerce, wants to automate the process of manuscript evaluation and decrease the lead-time of evaluation process by using computerized technology because this will allow them to easily communicate with the authors, the reviewer, and the managing editors, store manuscripts, maintain confidentiality and to keep track of the manuscripts. 

	The Department of Elementary Education, TAMU-Commerce, desires to automate the process of manuscript evaluation by installing computers with appropriate software and hardware capabilities because the current system of manuscript evaluation is not sufficient to meet the growing demands of the College Reading Association (CRA).

	The Teacher Education Department of Southwestern Assemblies of God University desires to enhance teacher education students' skills in integrating educational technology in instruction by developing a lab equipped with both common and emerging technology so new teachers enter the teaching profession as both a master teacher in the use of educational technology and as a resource person for their peers because when surveyed, both principals and new teachers state they do not have time in their first years of teaching to learn the technology and develop skills needed to integrate technology into instruction.

	The Teacher Education Department of Southwestern Assemblies of God University desires to enhance teacher education students' skills in integrating educational technology in instruction by developing a lab equipped with both prevalent and emerging technology so new teachers enter the teaching profession with high level skills in the integration of educational technology and as a resource person for their peers because, when surveyed, both principals and new teachers state they enter the teaching profession with less than exemplary skills in technology integration.

Accomplish electronic communication of information upon the petroleum industry by upgrading many of its existing facilities because of increasing electronic services 
	CPII (China Petroleum Economics and Research Information Institution) Library desires to improve electronic communication, publishing and research capabilities within the petroleum industry by upgrading server and client stations because current technology is not sufficient to meet the demands of industry employees.


	I want to provide more opportunities for students to be in charge of their own research and technology skills by providing laptop computers with accessories because research and technology skills play an intricate role not only in future academic endeavors but in society as well. 
	Davis Elementary School Library desires to provide research and development opportunities for faculty and students by providing wireless laptop computers, appropriate software, and accessories because the library currently lacks the equipment and software necessary to access local database information and internet resources.


	The English department of Caddo Mills High School wants to increase student writing skills by establishing a computer-equipped writing lab because of research studies showing a positive correlation between student writing quality and the use of computers during the revision process. 
	The English Department at Caddo Mills High School wishes to improve student writing quality by establishing a computer-equipped writing lab with appropriate hardware and software to assist students in enhancing their writing skills because evaluations of student writing samples show a need for writing improvement.  



	The Department of Art at Mount Pleasant ISD wishes to improve upon the student learning experience as well as pre-professional skills by incorporating digital studies into its curriculum via the integration of multimedia development tools into junior and senior high classrooms because it will address the Texas Knowledge and Skills standards more thoroughly, increase students' opportunities to participate in method specific academic competitions requiring digital art skills, and improve individual marketability in a future job setting.
