Modified Wisconsin Procedure
Sucrose solution:
454 g granulated sugar per 335 mL water


Solution was heated until sugar was completely dissolved and mixture turned clear.

Fecal samples were weighed


From each sample 3g were measured and suspended in 20 mL sucrose solution in a waxed paper cup.


Solution was stirred until sample was thoroughly dispersed and then poured through a tea strainer into a second cup.


Liquid was poured into a 15 mL test tube until liquid raised slightly above the opening then topped with a cover slip.


Allowed to stand for 3-6 hours then examined under microscope.
