SAY CHEESE!  The Digital Camera

There are several methods to transfer photos from the camera to the computer.  This is known as downloading.  Regardless of what transfer method you use, don’t forget to install the image-transfer software that comes with your camera.  (If you’re using direct memory card-to-computer transfer and your camera saves images in a standard file format, such as JPEG, you may not need the software.  You can open directly from the card into your photo-editing program).

DOWNLOADING HOW–TO:
Memory Card Transfer

1. Pop the disk out of your camera.

2. If camera stores images on a floppy disk, go to step # 5.

3. If camera uses CompactFlash, SmartMedia, Memory Stick or some other type of removable storage media, place in card reader or Floppy Disk Adapter.

4. Make sure that the media card is inserted firmly in the correct direction.

5. If using a floppy disk, insert it into the floppy drive on your computer.

6. Copy images to your hard drive as you do regular data files on a floppy disk.

Cable Transfer

1. Important! If you’re connecting via serial cable, turn off your computer and camera.  

2. If you’re connecting via USB, check your camera manual.  You probably don’t have to shut down your computer before hooking up the camera but you want to be certain.

3. Connect the camera to your computer.  Plug one end of the USB cable into the camera, and the other into your computer’s USB port.  If using a serial cable, plug the cable into the printer or modem port on a Mac and into a COM port on a PC.
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4. Turn the computer and camera back on, if you turned them off before connecting.

5. Set the camera to the appropriate mode for image transfer.  (On some cameras, you put it in playback mode; other cameras have a PC setting).  

6. Start the image-transfer software.

7. Download away!  (Commands and steps from here on out depend upon the camera and transfer software).

PRINTING IMAGE YOURSELF HOW-TO:
1. Open the photo file.

2. Set the image size and resolution.  

3. Choose the Print command.

4. Specify the print options you want to use.

5. Send to the printer. (Look in dialog box for an OK or Print button and click).
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Press these key combinations to perform basic operations in most image-editing programs, as well

as in other computer programs.

Operation Windows Shortcut Macintosh Shortcut
Open an existing image Ctrl+0 8840
Create a new image Ctrl+N 8+N
Save an image Ctrl+S 88+S
Print an image Ctrl+P 8+P
Cut a selection to the Clipboard Ctrl+X 88+X
Copy a selection to the Clipboard Ctrl+C 98+C
Paste the contents of the Clipboard into an image Ctrl+V 88+V
Selectthe entire image Ctrl+A 8+A
Undo the last thing you did Ctrl+Z 8+Z
Quit the program Ctrl+Q 8+Q
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
