Numbers
One-eleven   … spell out
12-999  … use numerals
Examples:
Two-thousand students
18-million dollars
320-billion stars
A tricky one … 

1,500 … would be written “one-thousand-500” … BUT … in conversation, we’re more likely to say:
“15-hundred” (this is the only situation when you might spell out “hundred”).

Round off numbers … 6,114 might be “more than six-thousand” or “about 61-hundred.”

Exceptions … phone numbers, addresses, time
