ECE 358 Storytelling Activity

Choose a story to tell to young children, pre-natal to 6th grade (12 years old). Practice telling it aloud. Do it again. PRACTICE, perhaps with a mirror, an audio or video tape recorder, or with a friend. Play with your props. Design the container – a box, bag, folder, etc. Plan how this material will be used by children. Get some kids and practice with them.
