Format

A. Passage identification and analysis.  This section will be similar to the passage analysis section from your first exam (on short stories).  Given short passages of dialogue from the plays and from In Cold Blood, you will be asked to identify the title of the work and explain why the passage is significant.  As before, the best marks will be rewarded to thoughtful, highly detailed responses that demonstrate a thorough understanding of the work, its characters, its themes, and its importance.  
B. Essay.  You will be asked to write an extended essay comparing some aspect of Death of a Salesman and A Raisin in the Sun.  You will not be given the exact essay topic until the test itself, but it would behoove you to think about how the characters of Willy Loman and Walter Lee Younger are similar and different and about how each play defines and treats “the American Dream” in modern U. S. society.  It would also behoove you to think about that issue in very specific terms—in other words, to think about precise moments/scenes/examples in each play where these characters reveal themselves in terms of their dreams and aspirations.
