Honors Paper Instructions

In order to complete English 201 as an Honors course, for which you are registered, you will need to write an additional 5-6 page paper.  For your Honors Paper, you may choose any of the following ideas:

1. Read any additional short story (or stories), poem (or poems), or play from your literature anthology.  Then write your paper over any aspect of your selected reading(s).  The topic is open, but you will want to make sure you choose a narrowly defined thesis that you can develop fully in 5-6 pages.  You may either write about the text in and of itself (for example, you could write about the effect of narrative point of view in “A Rose for Emily”) OR you may compare the story/poem/play you choose with one of the things you already read for the course (for example, you could compare the use of gothic setting in “A Rose for Emily” and “The Yellow Wallpaper”).  
2. Watch the film version of one of the texts we’ve read this term (In Cold Blood, “Where Are You Going, Where Have You Been,” Death of a Salesman, and “The Lottery” are just some of the texts that have been made into film).  Then write a paper about the film adaptation—what changes were made in the translation from text to film, and how do those changes alter the meaning(s) of the story?
3. Your third option is to write your own creative piece.  For this option, you may choose to write a short story of at least six pages in length (more is fine) or write a long poem/several short poems totaling at least ten pages (more pages required because poetic lines are obviously shorter).    
4. Other ideas?  Talk to me—we’ll work something out!
