Elements

Your final portfolio will consist of the following items, organized in a three-ring binder:

( All your work for each unit, divided by labeled dividing sheets.  Put Unit 1 first, then Unit 2, etc.
( At the very front of the binder, your review essay, which will constitute part of your final grade for the course (see instructions below)

( Within each unit, please organize the papers for the unit in the following way:

( The most recent edition of the unit paper (either the edition you turned in for   me to grade, or else an edition you have revised based on the original grade.  REMEMBER: You may revise any of your five papers, but you must clearly indicate what you have revised by highlighting the elements that you have changed, fixed, added, etc.)

( Following the most recent edition of the paper, put the grade sheet you received for the unit folder
( Then put in all your earlier drafts, your peer review sheets, and your reading questions

Review Essay

Your last big writing assignment for the semester will be an analysis of the work that you have completed this semester—that is, you’ll be reviewing your own product, your own effort, your own level of growth as a writer.  Please approach this assignment both honestly and critically. The review essay will have three parts:

( Part One: Write a paragraph or two about what you may have discovered about how you learn, how you create, how you write, and how you may have changed—or not changed—in your thinking about the theme of the course.
( Part Two: Write about which assignment/unit you found the most challenging, and for what reasons.

( Part Three: Write about which assignment/unit you enjoyed the most, and for what reasons.

( Part Four: Write about which writing assignments, if any, you have chosen to revise for this final portfolio.  You will need to provide details about the revisions you have completed: what exactly did you change and/or add, why, and how it changed your text overall.  I’ll read what you write in this part of the “Review Essay,” re-read your revised writing assignments, and then re-evaluate them, most likely resulting in a higher grade if you have done a serious revision.  I will only re-evaluate the essays you tell me about through this critical analysis, so if you don’t write this review essay and include this part, your revisions won’t be considered for higher grades!  Remember also to use a highlighter marker to mark the parts of the writing assignment that you changed.
