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English 110: Semester, year
Course Description
English 110 is designed to support you as a reader and writer, whether that be in English 101 or 102 or another course like History or Government. Whatever your course, you are bound to have a lot of reading and writing to do. That’s why the Writing Center is here. 
That’s what this course is all about: ten productive visits to the Writing Center. 

Writing Center

The Writing Center (or the “Communication Skills Center”) offers writers one-on-one assistance. We welcome all writers, majors, and disciplines—undergraduate and graduate students alike. In fact, we work from the premise that all writers, no matter their ability level, benefit from the feedback of knowledgeable readers. The Writing Center staff is trained to provide writers with just this service. In short, we are here to help you help yourself. 

In order to ensure the most effective session possible, we offer visitors the following suggestions: (1) Get started on your writing project early, and visit the Writing Center at least one day before your final draft is due. You will need time to work with the ideas and suggestions generated in your tutorial sessions. (2) Bring a written copy of your assignment, any relevant readings, and one or two specific questions or concerns you would like to discuss with us. We are located in the Hall of Languages, Room 103 (903-886-5280), the Gee Library (lobby), and online at <http://www7.tamu-commerce.edu/litlang/CSC/index.htm>.

Location and Hours

The Writing Center in the Hall of Languages (room 103) is open Monday through Friday, 9:00-4:00

The Writing Center in the Gee Library (Library Lobby) is open Monday through Thursday, 6:00-10:00, and Sundays, 4:00-6:00

Both locations will be closed during the first week of classes and during finals week.

Course Outline
In order to pass this course, you need to: (1) before each deadline (deadlines listed below), visit the Writing Center and work with a tutor on a current reading or writing project; (2) fill out a Proof of Writing Center visit form (with your tutor), outlining your visit and giving you a good plan for revision; (3) give the yellow copy to your tutor so she/he can get it to your instructor. 

The rules

1. In order to receive credit for your visit, you must have something to work on. Bring your assignment, bring your notes, bring any relevant books and materials. If you do not bring something to work on, you cannot receive credit for the visit. 

2. In order to receive credit for your visit, you must work with a tutor. You cannot receive credit for your visit by sitting in the Writing Center working alone. A tutor must work with you. 

3. In order to receive credit for your visit, you must meet visit before each deadline (listed below). Once the deadline has passed, you have missed your opportunity for those points. 

Each visit is worth 10 points (or one letter grade). If you miss a deadline, you lose a letter grade. It’s that simple. There will be no opportunities to make it up. 

If you do not have anything to work on before a given deadline, come anyway. We have some workbooks designed to prepare you for the THEA exam. It’s not fun, but it’s better than losing points. 
Grading Policy

Your final course grade will be based entirely on your ability to get to the Writing Center before each deadline and the productivity of your visit. Miss any deadline and/or come to the Writing Center unprepared or unwilling to work, and you will lose a ten points on your final course grade for English 110. 
It’s up to you.
